	Visual Elements 

Year 7 will be introduced to basics of art. They will explore each visual element (line, tone, shape, space, pattern, texture and line) individually through a series of mark making and drawing exercises. 
Pupils will develop good sketchbook habits, primarily focusing on neat presentation. 


	· Create an abstract composition and explore different lines through mark making using a HB pencil
· Draw and shade a sphere using at least 3 different tones. 
· Blend two tones together using a HB pencil 
· Use subject specific vocabulary to describe different textures, and then translate these in to marks. 
· Be able to observe and draw a can from life using measuring techniques for accurate shape and proportion.
· Know the difference between 2D (shape) and 3D (form) in drawing.
· To know what the colour wheel is, how to use it and the difference between primary colours and secondary colours
· Know how to mix primary and secondary colours
· Know and apply complementary colours (dry) in an outcome 
	· Know and understand basic techniques and processes used in art

· Know how to use different media, understand what different media can be used for and apply media appropriately for different purposes

· Know names of artists relevant to project, understand how each artist is relevant and apply knowledge to ideas and outcomes

· Know about the planning process from initial ideas, development and refining ideas, before applying techniques and processes to final outcomes

· To be able to apply low stakes quiz annotation practise into sketchbook annotation

	Insects and Aboriginal Art
