I am always overwhelmed by what a fantastic community we have and I really appreciate you all. I know the prospect of more home schooling may feel daunting but I hope that our fully resourced online curriculum will ensure your child continues to make excellent progress and is exposed to high quality teaching. 
Keyworker school 
School will be open to children of keyworkers and any students who have an EHCP or are vulnerable. We will be sending a booking form every fortnight for you to secure your child’s place.  If you require a place at keyworker school for W/C 11TH and 18th January please click the link below.  Keyworker school will run between 8.40-3pm and students are required to wear full uniform and bring in their PE kits each day.

Remote Learning 
It is really important that students continue to study from home during this time as we will be using this time to either consolidate and move on to new curriculum topics. Remote Learning Years 7-10
Teachers from Yate Academy and other colleagues from the Greenshaw Learning Trust have been working hard over the last year putting together a full online curriculum. This curriculum covers nearly all subject areas and follows the same curriculum we are delivering in school. We are really proud of what has been put together and know that our students will be getting the best deal they can under very difficult circumstances.
Each week your child will be sent a list of lesson links for each day. These will be posted on Google Classroom and sent to them via an email. The lessons are also posted on our website on the ‘online curriculum’ page. 
The lesson links will direct students to a YouTube video of a recorded lesson. Each lesson will have a low stakes quiz at the start of the lesson and an exit ticket at the end to check understanding. The low stakes quiz and exit ticket can be found in the description box under the lesson video. 
Remote Learning Year 11
It is really important that year 11 students continue with their studying and revision. Although exams may look different this year, it is very possible that they will still have some form of assessment at the end of the year. Year 11 lessons will be posted onto their Google Classroom accounts. Their individual teachers will provide this as they know best what work is appropriate for their class. If your child has any questions or queries about their work please ask them to email their classroom teacher directly or post a message on Google Classroom. 
Self-quizzing and reading 
Years 7-11 will be expected to complete their daily self-quizzing and 20 minutes DEAR time reading. Links to Tutor time reading (Year 7-10 only) will be sent out on their Google Classroom accounts. 
Remote Learning Years 12 and 13
It is really important that year 12 and 13 students continue with their studying and revision. Although exams may look different this year, it is very possible that they will still have some form of assessment at the end of the year. Sixth form lessons will be emailed directly to student Gmail accounts. They will also have a combination of lesson resources and live lessons to attend. Their individual teachers will provide this. If they have any questions or queries please ask them to email their classroom teacher directly.
